ADHD Index: A high score on this { , combined with high scores on other ADHD-related
subscales, provides strong eVid% n attentional problem.

Conners' Global Index: Restless=-Impulsive: A high score on this index indicates a strong tendency
toward hyperactivity as we attentiveness, both components of ADHD.

Conners' Global Ind @lotional Lability: A high score on this index indicates a strong tendency
for pronounced emo reaction, such as crying, getting angry, or experiencing frequent and sudden
mood swings.

Conners' <>@ndex: Total: This index presents a global view of the CGI:EL and CGI:R-I indices,
and can als sed as an indicator of overall psychopathology.

DSM- ptoms: Total: This index presents a global view of the DSM-IV Symptoms subscales.
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
